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Garment Styles and Parts Flipbook

You will be making a flip book that includes examples of each of the seven different garment parts. In magazines, find two different examples of the following garments/parts: (i.e. a shirt with a scoop neckline and a sweater with a cowl neckline)

1. Dresses




2. Necklines

3. Collars

4. Sleeves

5. Skirts

6. Pants

7. Coats/Jackets

Step 1: 

Grab four pieces of paper and create a flipbook. (I will demonstrate how to put it together).

Step 2:

Label the seven garments parts on your flipbook in the order they are written above. 

Step 3:

Find TWO examples in magazines for each of the above seven categories. You should have at least 14 pictures total.
Step 4:

Mount the magazine examples to the corresponding page in the flipbook and label it. (ex. dress with only one sleeve would be asymmetrical). Next to your examples, write the description from the book that it illustrates.
