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Principles of Design Drawing Project

Pick up four pieces of cardstock. Draw an example of each of the following principles on the pieces of cardstock:
· Balance (Symmetrical or Asymmetrical)
· Proportion/ Scale

· Emphasis

· Rhythm (Repetition, Gradation, Radial Arrangement, Transition, or Opposition)
Examples must be drawn in color and must demonstrate your knowledge of each principle. You are the artist/designer of the outfits. You are not searching through magazines for examples. The drawing itself should clearly show the principle you are depicting. However, please include a written description on the back of each picture explaining how the garment depicts the principle. Be specific!
Refer to your notes for definitions of principles.

Grading:
All designs will be graded using the following scale . . . 

0 = not done, 1 = poor, 2 = needs improvement, 3-4 = average, 5 = excellent

For each example, you must have a label, outfit drawn in color, and written description on the back.
