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Yin and Yang Illustration
Think about whether you are more dominantly yin or more dominantly yang. Look at your notes we just took to refresh your memory of the characteristics are of yin and yang. Furthermore, look at the characteristics of yin and yang in clothing. 
You are going to be designing two outfits on croquis (only one view necessary). One will align with your dominant trait, and should represent something you would normally wear. The other is going to address the less dominant trait. Perhaps think of it in terms of what your “evil twin” would wear. 

Each design needs to be mounted on cardstock (8.5 x 11) with ¼” margins. On the back of each design, you need to describe the garment and how it addresses the characteristics of yin or yang.  You will turn in two sheets of cardstock, one with yin and one with yang.
Lastly, you need to discuss at least ONE element of design (color, line, texture, shape) and ONE principles of design (balance, emphasis, rhythm, proportion) that is seen in each outfit. You are creating the outfits so this should not be hard to do!
